 Creating Your Project Poster

You will need to make a poster for your science fair project.


· The Question or Objective should be “front and center” clearly apparent and appropriately stated (What did the investigator want to know? Are the independent and dependent variables clearly stated? No Why, yes or no questions )

 

· The Conclusion (graph of the trends, written results, and address your hypothesis) should be thorough and accurate, titled, labeled, and be the “focus” of your poster presentation. the viewer should be able to “see,” from the data, what you did & what your results were

 

· On the sidelines: place your background information, number of participants or trials, pictures of you experimenting, pictures of your results, examples of your instruments of experimentation, and any other information that will help the viewer easily understand what you did.

 

· Your poster should be colorful (general rule: not more than three colors) and attractive without being cluttered.

 

· Your complete research packet will be placed on the table in front of your poster.

 

· You may display items from the Intel ISEF and CUSEF Approved List with your poster. Displaying item from the Not Allowed List will disqualify your project entry.

 

· You may display items from the Intel ISEF and CUSEF Approved List with your poster. Displaying item from the Not Allowed List will disqualify your project entry.

 

· DO NOT put your name on the front of your poster (it goes on the back of the left flap), DO NOT put your data record on your poster (it is the sign of an immature scientist), DO NOT display pictures of participants unless you have written permission from them to do so.
